June 1 (World Milk Day) and 2, at Narita Airport

In response to the Emergency Measures for Increasing
Inbound Consumption of Milk and Dairy Products
(supported by Agriculture and Livestock Industries
Corporation, Japan), under the Livestock and Dairy
Farming Emergency Measures Package of the Ministry of
Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries (MAFF), J-milk will host
a two-day event at Narita International Airport from June 1,
World Milk Day, as part of our "Smiles Project for Milk"
initiative. Foreign tourists visiting Japan will be treated with

The final goal of this event is to promote the export of
Japanese milk and dairy products by initiating foreign visitors
into the high quality and deliciousness of Japanese milk and
dairy products. Welcome milk is intended to stimulate inbound
consumption during their visit, and encourage future purchases in their respective
home countries.

Starting at Narita, more events are planed to distribute welcome milk at major
international airports throughout Japan, with the cooperation of MAFF and other parties.

J-milk is also planning to have further related PR activities until the end of March 2024.
The activities include domestic tasting and sales events for foods and sweets using
Japanese milk and dairy products targeting foreign visitors at popular destinations in
Japan, and overseas events to promote Japanese milk and dairy products, mainly in
East and Southeast Asia.

Month" in 2007.
