Application Procedure and Contract Completion Period
(1) A travel contract is established upon our acceptance of the application made via the WEB or phone, and upon receiving the total travel cost.
(2) As travel fees cannot be collected on-site, full payment of the travel fee is required in advance. Therefore, partial deposits of the application fee are not accepted.
(3)We accept reservations via WEB, telephone, e-mail, etc. However, the contract is not finalized at the point of reservation. The contract is established only upon receiving the travel fee, either within seven days from the day following our receipt of the 
reservation notification, or by a date specified by us. If the travel fee is not received within this period, we will treat it as if the reservation was not made.
Travel Terms & Conditions (Reservation)
■ Payment of Travel Fees
(1) The travel fee should be settled no later than the 14th day prior to the start of the journey. For last-minute applications, payment must be made by a date specified by our company.
■Included in the Travel Fee
(1)  The travel fee includes the costs of transportation services stated in the itinerary, accommodation, meals, sightseeing fees, travel handling charges, and taxes such as sales tax. It does not include miscellaneous expenses like non-itinerary transportation 
costs or personal expenses.
